Sub-themes of LoCS4Africa 2017: Water & Climate 

 

Localising ϥntegrated Urban Water Management 
Provision of water and sanitation services at the local level is pivotal to AfricaɅs urban future, given that African 
cities are growing exponentially, at a rate that is acknowledged as one of the highest in the world, second only to 
Asia. Existing water management systems cannot keep up with the demands that are expected to quadruple over 
the next 25 years. Concerted eϜorts are needed for decision-makers to ɲnd innovative design solutions to address 
the existing service delivery backlog, embrace the growing informal settlements whilst extending infrastructure to 
address growth and new developments.  

 

Sustainable Sanitation Solutions for AfricaɅs Future 

Provision of sustainable sanitation services needs to address the existing backlog in aging infrastructure while 
simultaneously providing innovative services to cater for new urban residents, at the same time ensuring that 
vulnerable and poor urban communities receive access to improved sanitation services. Cities need to take the 
lead in reimagining the sanitation sector and transforming service provision in line with water security challenges 
and the projected impacts of climate change.  

 

Driving Local Climate Action 

By 2045, the worldɅs urban population is expected to surpass six billion people. African cities therefore have much 
to lose and much to gain from understanding and planning for the impacts of climate change, which aϜect these 
urban populations in signiɲcant ways. Addressing the causes and impacts of climate change is essential in 
combating poverty and promoting water security in Africa. 

 

Urban Planning for Water Smart Cities 
The rate of urbanisation on the African continent has led to a critical need to alter existing and unsustainable 
development trajectories in urban areas. ϥn line with growing calls to reimagine urbanisation on the African 
continent, new spatial urban conɲgurations are beginning to emerge.  These explicitly recognise that integration, 
economic growth and spatial transformation are key factors in ensuring sustainability of settlement and growth as 
hallmarks of African cities. Part of this process is ensuring that sustainable utilisation of water resources and 
sanitation systems is mainstreamed into urban planning and development processes at the local level. 

 

Accessing Water & Climate Financing for Cities 

AfricaɅs percentage of GDP invested in infrastructure is half that of other urbanising regions of the world. What 
this means is that Africa is essentially urbanising against the backdrop of rising urban populations, more acute 
climate change and water stress impacts. Addressing these challenges and building resilience and water security 
at local government and city level will therefore require greater commitment to critical infrastructure investment 
as well as investment in social services such as policing, urban planning and education. 

 

Resource Eʛcient & Resilient Cities 

Cities are vast consumers of resources. This, however, presents an opportunity to re-engineer the way we view 
resources and utilise them to ensure sustained social and economic development. Conventional water thinking 
has emanated from water secure regions, where water scarcity and drought do not present the same challenges 
that they do in Africa.  

 

Water for Healthy Cities 

The health and well-being of our urban communities is critical for social and economic development. The impacts 
of climate change, such as ɳooding and drought events, often place increasing pressure on community health 
systems. This manifests through increased cases of illness because of water borne diseases, malnutrition and 
other adverse health impacts. What is needed is proactive, inclusive and integrated planning for the health sector 
in the context of the water, sanitation and climate nexus.  

LoCS4Africa 2017 Theme: Water for Cities 
 

 

The African continent faces many sustainability challenges; but none more critical than the threat posed to the continentɅs water 

resources, exacerbated by climate change, burgeoning human populations, aging and inadequate infrastructure, lack of strong 

urban planning frameworks and uncertain economic development trajectories. 

For the ɲrst time, African cities and their partners are gathering to seek collective solutions to this looming crisis, at ϥCLEϥɅs 4th 

pan-African Local Climate Solutions for Africa (LoCS4Africa) Congress in the City of Ekurhuleni, South Africa. 

The LoCS4Africa 2017 Congress will be solutions driven, bringing together the diversity of African cities and uniting them and 

their partners in a common mission to collectively take action towards addressing our most pressing urban water challenges, 

from ɳooding and drought, infrastructure, sanitation and associated quality of life and health challenges. 

Delegates to LoCS4Africa 2017 gather under the theme ɈWater for Citiesɉ from a diverse cross-section of stakeholders from pan-

African cities and other local governments, academia, donor agencies, NGOs, the private sector, national governments and civil 

society. 



 

FOREWORD BY EXECUTϥVE MAYOR CLLR MZWANDϥLE MASϥNA 

Africa has since the dawn of civilization faced devastating challenges that human 

dimensions ɲnd hard to quantify. From the injustices of the Slave Trade to the era of 

colonial imperialism, we have suϜered untold hardship. Notwithstanding our 

freedom from colonialism, the ravaging eϜects of the HϥV/AϥD pandemic, incessant 

civil wars, poverty, hunger and now climate change have posed a tremendous strain 

on our political capital, and economic sustainability. 

  

Even though Africa is the least contributor to climate change it is the most 

vulnerable continent to its eϜects. According to research, water will be the main 

vehicle through which our people on the continent will experience the climate 

change impacts.  These will include ɳooding, poor water quality, drought and the 

drying up of our rivers. For example, the Lake Chad basin that crosses Chad, Nigeria, 

Niger, Cameroon and boarders the Sahara desert has diminished by 95% between 

1963 and 2001. The Zambezi River basin, which extends across 8 countries in 

Southern Africa and the Okavango River have too shrunk in size.  

  

Climate change and human activity are threatening our sustainability.  While these 

continental and global challenges may seem rather insurmountable, ϥ am conɲdent 

that with such platforms that create the opportunity for social discourse and global partnerships as demonstrated here 

today, we will in collaboration with our partners develop a framework for addressing these challenges.  As a City, we 

remain committed towards development, but equally the protection and preservation of our natural resources. 

  

The City of Ekurhuleni is a long-standing member of ϥCLEϥ and we are honored to be given the opportunity to host 

the LoCS4Africa Congress.  ϥ wish you fruitful deliberation and ϥ encourage you to tour our beautiful city in your 

free time.

VAT is included in the marked/quoted price of goods and services 
provided in South Africa. ϥnternational visitors may claim refunds of VAT 
paid on any goods which they intend taking out of South Africa.

from the VAT Refund Administration Oʛces at the OR Tambo ϥnternational 
Airport, Johannesburg, King Shaka ϥnternational Airport and Cape Town 
ϥnternational Airport. 

 

Driving 
South Africans drive on the left side of the road and wear seatbelts by law. ϥf 
you are not a resident of South Africa, but hold a valid driving licence from 
your own country, you may drive in South Africa. The licence must be in 
English and have the holderɅs picture and signature. Visitors with 
international driving permits may also drive in South Africa. 
 

Drinking water 
South Africa has high-quality drinking water, in accordance with the 
standards of the World Health Organisation - the same standards which 
apply to European and other developed countries. South AfricaɅs water 
quality system, implemented countrywide, makes the tap water completely 
safe to drink. 

 

Electricity 
The South African electricity supply is 220/230 volts AC 50 HZ. 

Most plugs are 15 amp 3-prong or 5 amp 2-prong, with round pins. ϥf an 
adaptor is called for, consider bringing one with you, although they can be 
purchased locally. US-made appliances may need a transformer. 

Most hotel rooms have 110 volt outlets for electric shavers and appliances. 

 

Time 
South AfricaɅs time zone is UTC +2 hours. 
 

Telecommunication 
Four mobile service providers - Vodacom, MTN, Cell C and Telkom Mobile - 
ensure countrywide coverage and reception is generally good in urban 
areas.  Mobile phones can be hired at all international airports and prepaid 
airtime can be purchased at most retail outlets.
